Note to Parents 
 

The research on early li teracy agrees that the 
best support you can offer your children is to 
continue to read aloud to them. Reading 
picture books is an especially good idea given 
that the level of sophistication of the art, the 
wri ting and the subject matter is usually 
greater than the beginning reader and 
transitional chapter books that your children 
should be reading on their own. So mix up the 
lemonade, find a shady spot, and read to and 
with your children this summer. Director of 
Learning Resources, Docia Reed recommends 
that you Òtalk to [your chi ldren] about what 
they are reading, ask them to make predictions, 
make connections to life. Ask their opinions.Ó  
 
Please remember that grade levels on reading 
lists are always approximate. During the 
summer no book should be considered too 
easy. Remember summer reading should be 
about having fun and getting practice.
